3. Diagnosing the causes of the problems
4. Formulation of action hypothesis

5. Designing the action plan

6. Implementation of the action programme.

Observation :
This school social worker investigated ways to address a

significant attendance problem in her school. She examined several
initiatives ranging from a Buddy Program, an Attendance Team for
Case Management, a System with the Teacher as First Contact to
Parent, to a School-wide Attendance Raffle. While her initial
hypothesis was that the first three initiatives would result in the
highest impact, in fact, the Raffle became the clear "stand-out" for
effectiveness in improving attendance, at least in the form of

significantly reducing tardiness. This information has practical




application for schools and staff who would like to create a more
systematic and comprehensive approach to address attendance

problems.

Observation :

High school students demonstrate poor book selection skills in the
LMC. This researcher observed patterns in book selection and
surveyed students to identify the reasons for book choices. She
planned activities and developed displays and promotional
information to encourage students to choose books based on factors
other than the covers of the books. Some of these interventions
were more successful than others, but all point to the need for
improvement in student book selection strategies. The appendix

shows results of student book check-out surveys.

DIFFERENT AREAS FOR ACTION RESEARCH

Action research, being a scientific method of solving immediate problems in the
schools set up, could emerge from any of the following areas.

ACADEMIC - Classroom situation, methods of teaching, questioning climate
student discipline, problems of disabled children and the like.

SOCIAL - late coming, not doing home assignments, poor attendance, lack of
co-operation of students, lack of physical amenities and the like

CURRICULAR - textbooks, time bound syllabus MLLs, lack of teachers’
handbooks, mismatch of age and content, gaps in information given guidance to
teachers, arrangement of content, coverage of the subject area etc.

EVALUATION - test types (achievement tests, diagnostic tests etc.),
periodicity of testing, scoring, giving feedback and the like.

ADMINISTRATIVE - planning, training, framing time-table and the like.

PROFESSIONAL - Self growth, desirable attitudes, motivation, leadership
and the like.

We can further narrow down these areas into some major concerns which might
be hindrances in the smooth functioning of the school. Study the following areas
of concern.

Late submission of assignment by students
Consistent low achievement in academic subjects
Unruly behavior of the students

Pronunciation problems of the students

Lack of reading habits among teachers

Lack of co-operation among teachers.

To what extent micro teaching sessions before practice
teaching will influence teaching in real classroom situation?
Null form

There is no significant relation between micro teaching

session before practice teaching and better performance in real
classroom situations.
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Il. Eight students in class IV are not able to identify directions
on a map. You have realized that inadequate exposure to map
reading is the cause for the problem. Now write a hypothesis
for finding a solution to this problem in all the four forms. Your
course of remedial action should be reflected in the hypothesis.

Declarative form

If eight students in class |V receive adequate exposure to
map reading they will be able to identify direction in a map.
Predictive form

Adequate exposure to map reading for the 8 students of
class IV will enable then to identify the direction in the map.
Question form

To what extent adequate exposure of map reading will
facilitate identification of direction in the map?

Null form

There is no significant relationship but exposure to map
reading and identification of direction in the map.
