Declarative form: 
a) Declarative form: An action hypothesis may be formulated as a statement with a positive 

relationship between the two factors identified, one being the cause and the other being the 

effect. This is also called a directional hypothesis.  
 
Example-Population explosion of India. 
 
Predictive form: 
b) Predictive form: An action hypothesis clearly predicting the expected out come which 

would emerge after the action plan is implemented. This can be stated using ‘if and then’ 

statement.  
 
Example-Exams and results. 
 
Question form: 
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c) Question form: Questions can be raised as action hypotheses as what would be the result 

of the intended action plan.  
 
Example- Implementation of Nali-kali training for 1st and 2nd standard students. 
 
Null form: 
d) Null form: A null hypothesis states that no relationship exists between the factors 

considered in the problems. This form is mostly used when rigorous statistical techniques are 

to be used.(A thoroughly worked out example for all these forms is given in the next unit.) 

Thus, an action hypothesis provides clarity and direction to solve a problem. Hence it is 

considered an important stage in action research.  

 

Example- Providing mid –day meal in the schools we can improve the attendanace and also 

health of the school children.
